BRS MLA slams Congress over
land Issues In Sangareddy

Sangareddy: MLA Chintha
Prabhakar lashed out at the
Congress government for
denying benefits to farmers
whose lands were acquired
for land pooling and devel-
oping a layout by HMDA in
Arutla, Kandi, Paslawadi
and Indrakaran villages.
Talking to the farmers in
Sangareddy on Friday, the
BRS MLA said that the gov-
ernment had promised to
give 600 yards of land for
each acre after acquiring the
assigned lands from farmers

in these four villages.
Though the layouts were
developed by HMDA,

Prabhakar said that there
was no progress in distribut-
ing the pattas of 600 yards to
the farmers till now.The
MLA said that the farmers
were moving from pillar to
post, requesting the officials
to issue the land documents.

Merely supporting Pakistan not prima
facie offence under BNS: Allahabad HC

New Delhi: The Allahabad
High Court has ruled that
merely showing support to
Pakistan, without referring
to any incident or mention-
ing the name of India, will
not prima facie attract a
penal offence under the
Bharatiya Nyaya Sanhita
(BNS).A Bench of Justice
Arun  Kumar  Singh
Deshwal was dealin? with
a bail application filed by
one Riyaz, an 18-year-old
boy, who was booked
under Section 152 (acts
endangering the sovereign-
ty, unity, and integrity of
India) of the BNS for post-
ing an Instagram story
which said, “Chahe jo ho
jai sport to bas...Pakistan
a karenge (Whatever hap-
pens, we will support
only... Pakistan)”.In its
order, noting that the Insta
gram post did not mention
anything which indicated
disrespect towards India,

the Bench of Justice
Deshwal said, “Merely
showing support  to

Pakistan without referring
to any incident or mention-
ing the name of India, will
not prima facie attract the
offence under Section 152
BNS.”“For attracting the
ingredients of Section 152
BNS, there must be a pur-
pose by spoken or written
words, signs, visible repre-
sentations, the electronic
communication to promote
secession, armed rebellion,
subversive activities or
encourages feeling of sepa-
rating activities or endan-
gers the sovereignty, unity
and integrity of India.
Therefore, merely posting a
message to simply show
support for any country
may create anger or dishar-
mony among citizens of

India and may also be pun-
ishable under Section 196
BNS, which is punishable
up to seven years, but defi-
nitely will not attract the
ingredients of Section 152
BNS,” it added.The Allah
abad High Court, referring
to the judgement of the
apex court in Imran Prata
Bgadhi case, reiterated that
efore registering a case
regarding a social media
post, it should be looked
Into as a reasonable man
and decision should be
based on standards of rea-
sonable, strong-minded,
firm and courageous indi-
viduals and not based on
standards of people with
weak and  oscillating
minds.It said that before
invoking the Section 152
BNS, reasonable care and
standards of reasonable
person should be adopted
as spoken words or posts
on social media is also cov-
ered by the liberty of free-
dom of speech and expres-
sion, which should not be
narrowly construed unless
it is of such nature which
affect the sovereignty and
integrity of a country or
encourages separatism.As
per the applicant’s counsel,
the post did not lower the
dignity and sovereignty of
India, and merely support-
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ing a country, even if the
country is an enemy, will
not attract the ingredients
of Section 152 BNS. On
the other hand, the prosecu-
tion argued that the social
media post of the applicant
encouraged separatist
activity, and therefore, he is
not entitled to be released
on bail.Consi dering the
young age of the applicant
and takin% into account that
charge sheet has already
been filed and without
expressing any opinion on
the merits of the case, the
Bench of Justice Deshwal
ordered the accused to be
released on bail, on his fur-
nishing a personal bond
and two sureties each in the
like amount, to the satisfac-
tion to not influence wit-
nesses and cooperate in the
trial  sincerely without
seeking any adjournment, it
cautioned the applicant to
not indulge in any other
criminal activity after
being released on bail.“The
applicant shall not Fost any
material on social media
which could create dishar-
mony among citizens of
India. In case of breach of
any of the above condi-
tions, it shall be a ground
for cancellation of bail,”
clarified the Allahabad
High Court.

fall of 26.9 mm. Asifabad
mandal witnessed the high-
est rainfall by 60 mm, fol-
lowed by Chintalamanepalli
mandal, which registered
51.2 mm of rainfall. The
actual rainfall of the district
was measured to be 327 mm
when compared to the nor-
mal rainfall of 294 mm,
showing a deviation of 11
per cent.Following the rains,
hilly streams swelled, hitting
the connectivity of many
villages in the two districts.

Adilabad: Outsourced
employees of National He
alth Mission (NHM) work-
ing at primary health cen-
tres, community health cen-
tres and other government-
run hospitals are waiting to
receive salaries for two
months.Officials said that
around 4,000 second auxil-
lary nurse midwives (AN
Ms) and other staffers are
working across the State
under the NHM. Salaries of
the second ANMs and other
employees is jointly shared
by both Union and State
governments. While Union
government bears 60 per
cent of salaries, 40 per cent
of the share goes to the
State.Second ANMs and
other employees of the mis-
sion expressed concern that
they were not paid salaries
for twomonths. They feared
that they would be forced to
wait one more month to get

venience due to the delay in
getting the salaries.They
urged officials to take steps
to release the salaries at the
earliest.
